2. Broken-heartedness over sin (Psalms 51: 17)
C. A change of will (the volitional element)
1. Willingness to turn from sin (Isaiah 55: 7)

2. Willingness to seek pardon (Psalms 51: 1, 9)
3. Willingness to seek cleansing (Psalms 51: 2, 7, 10)
